valuat ion. I t seems a na tu ra l conclusion t h a t , , the bro thers of the 
pol l - tax" form a specially const i tu ted body within the monas te ry 
charged wi th the responsibili ty of collecting the poll-taxes f r o m 
the entire monast ic communi ty , and perhaps of convert ing into 
money for the paymen t those articles supplied by those unable t o 
p a y in cash.
