Her
commitment is also to “ha-mat-
sup”, to bringing out, a full
spectrum of teaching, researching,
modeling, and acting strategies,
which can contribute to change,
renewal and revitalization in the
Aboriginal communities.
She directed the Ahousaht Holistic
Society, conducted research for
NTC, formalized First Nations
programming at NIC, identified
central role of Aboriginal heritage
language in successful Aboriginal
achievement (SSHRC), won the
Manitoba Educational Research
Network Award (2013); currently
she holds a fellowship in the
