The eighth chapter is devoted to the apostleship (preaching and catechisation) as well as the
ministry (occasional pastoral service in parishes and manor houses, for the army and convicts),
confession and a Passion liturgy (sermons, the Way of the Cross, the God’s Grave), the Stable,
a 40-hours liturgy, porzjuncola, Marian liturgies, the cult of the saints, redemption jubilees,
participation in parish ceremonies and third orders. The work is concluded with: the descrip-
tion of the dissolution in 1810, conclusions, bibliography, three appendices (the Capuchins
coming from Nysa, the Capuchins who died in Nysa, the Nysa convent in selected years), as
well as the indexes of names, localities and countries.

The publication appeared on the occasion of publishing the 100™ volume of “Nasza Prze-
sztos¢”, a semi-annual periodical which has contributed to the research on the history of the
Polish Church. The part of great importance is the bibliography of the content of the 100 vol-
umes, created by J. Kopiec. It is arranged in the chronological order of volumes and includes
a subject index. What complements the bibliography is the alphabetical list of the authors of
the publications, with their biographies and cross-references to their publications mentioned
in the bibliography. In the second part, entitled History, J. Kopiec discussed the importance of
“Nasza Przesztosc”, B. Krasnowolski presented two seats of its editor’s office and J. Strzelczyk -
the content of the published volumes. The third part, entitled People, is the compilation of the
editors’ biographies as well as the biographies of the members of the Scientific Council, which
has functioned since 1984. Moreover, J. Dukata presented the members of the editorial staff
and the administration.

The volume is based on the materials of the conference organized in 1998. In 11 studies is
presented the social and political activity of the brothers Andrzej Stanistaw and Jézef Andrzej
Zatuski, known primarily as the founders of the first public library in Poland (opened in Warsaw
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in 1747, taken away to St. Petersburg in 1794). From the scope of “Hereditas Monasteriorum”
readers interests one can find here: B. Dygdata, Dziatalnos¢ administracyjna i duszpasterska
biskupa Andrzeja Stanistawa Zatuskiego w diecezji chetmiriskiej (1739-1746) [The administrative
and pastoral activity of bishop Andrzej Stanistaw Zatuski in the diocese of Chefmno (1739-1746)];

Silvia Evangelisti jest profesorem historii nowozytnej na University of East Anglia w Norwich.
Ostatnie lata w jej pracy badawczej zaowocowaty kilkoma powaznymi studiami dotyczacymi
dziejow miedzy XVI a XVIII w., zwtaszcza zycia spotecznego i codziennego, a takze dziejow
dziecka. Do tego nurtu badawczego nalezy jej ksiazka o zyciu zakonnic w latach 1450-1700.
Dodajmy - mniszek wtoskich, odniesienia do innych krajéw Europy zachodniej s bowiem
rzadkie, brak ich za$ do innych czesci kontynentu.

Autorka omawia kilka zasadniczych aspektéw zenskiego zycia zakonnego. Piszac o motywach
wstapienia do klasztoru, mocno podkresla uwarunkowania rodzinne i spoteczne, lecz nie do-
cenia innych czynnikéw, takich jak powotanie czy miejsce mniszek w 6wczesnym Kosciele
i w spoteczenstwie. Zabrakto tu uwzglednienia tego, co mozemy nazwac teologia powotania
