veteráni applied to the prefect because the strategoi of the nomoi did not 
respect their privileges and the prefect was induced by them to write to the 
strategoi 1.8 'να μη&ιις κόπους παράσχη. In some way both the papyri may 
be connected with B G U . 747 ( = W . Chr. 35) from Coptos (139 A . D . ) 
in which the strategos complains that veterans Romans and Alexandrians 
did not obey his orders and declared they were not subject to him. The 
natural tendency of the strategoi to minimize the privileges of the veterans 
and the reaction of the latter in order to emphasize them, gave occasion to 
continuous friction between veterans and strategoi.

The author enters into a discussion of the question concerning the rela-

tions betwen the provincials who were granted Roman citizenship, and 
their mother-country. For this problem the most important is an edict of 
Augustus, discovered in Cyrene and published by Oliverio in 1927. 

The edict distinguishes among the residents of Cyrene two categories 
of new citizens: those who were granted citizenship and those who obtained 
citizenship and immunity simultaneously. With regard to the first group, 
the Emperor ordered that, notwithstanding their citizenship, they are subject 
to munera personalia and patrimonialia, while the second group is on princi-' 
ple exempted from both kinds of munera. There was, however, a restric-
tion as to the munera patrimonialia: the privilege extends only to the 
property which the new-residents possessed at the time when the privilege 
was granted, but not to property acquired since the grant.

with buying corn for the citizens of an unspecified town and is responsible 
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for the performing of this duty with all his property. T h e σίτου èy8o\tv-s 
is proposed by professional è/So^eîç, private buying agents organized in 
professional associations. 

E. K I E S S L I N G , Der Nachtwächterdienst in Aegypten. Forschungen und 
Fortschritte X V ( 1 9 3 9 ) , p. 34-5. 
There are no documents showing the existence of night-watchmen in 

Egypt in the Ptolemaic period. T h e lack of documents is however compen-
sated by a literary source: Strabo X V I I , 797. Strabo refers that among 
the four indigenous officials in Alexandria there was ννκτΐρινοs στρατηγός. 
In the Roman period we find commanders of the night-watch who are now 
called νυκτοστραι-ηγοί also in other towns. T h e night-watch was a liturgical 
official, which means that anyone who had an income of a certain amount, 
was obliged to take over this office. As a compensation for his services, the 
night-watchman received an indemnification. T h e night-watch was responsi-
ble for his faults. ( C f . Ε. Kiessling R. E. Sup fil. V I I , 678f f . ) .
