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elected in an assembly of citizens, a ytpovala, before they obtained the 

Emperor 's consent. A certain Isidores claimed that the election was 

against the l aw, but he himself was unmasked as a "false accuser" as he 

pretended to be an A lexandr ian cit izen wh ich was not the case as only 

an A lexandr i an citizen could institute an accusation in an. internal affair 

of the ηόλις. T h e accuser was found gui l ty and punished, so it seems, by 

s t igmat iz ing or fire-death.

Th i s document , a papyrus f ragment f rom the Universi ty of M i c h i g an , 

Excavat ion at Karanis , is dated in the second cent. A . D . I n form and 

arrangement of text and signatures it is a paral lel to M i c h . I nv . 508-2217. 

T h e marr iage contract of a soldier at this early date is important for 

this much discussed problem since it indicates that the chief object may 

wel l have been the at ta inment of R o m a n citizenship by the wi fe and 

chi ldren upon the honorable discharge of the soldier. 

T h e fragmentary signatures of seven witnesses seemingly R o m a n 

citizens, but wr i t ten in Greek appear on the back of the document .

T h e papyrus probably of the t ime of Dioc let ian , is an « μ α ρ τ ύ ρησα of a 

chirograph of sale, like O x y . 1208, 1562, fortified w i th a καθάπιρ iy Βίκψ 

clause. T h e fo rmu la however, differs in some degree from those in the 

two paral lel documents. 

S. L . W A L L A C E , Receipts for φόρος προβάτων in the papyrus collection of 

the University of Wisconsin. J . E . A . , X X V ( 1 9 3 9 ) , p. 62ff. 

T h e receipts here published are the only ones extant f rom the second 

century A . D . in which the rent of sheep (φόρος προβάτων) is paid by the 

same ind iv idua l in successive years. T h e papyrus whose inventory number 

is P . Wiscons in 30, bears at least four receipts for payments άπο φόρου 

προβάτων Μαικηνατίανης ουσίας at Euphemer ia in the Arsinoite nome in 156/7 

or before, in 157/8 , 158/9 and 161 A . D . T h e papyrus is especially interest-

ing, because the receipts record payments made in the years immediately 

before and after the απογραφή προβάτων και αιγών f rom the same vi l lage of 

Euphemer ia and dated 159/60 A . D . which was published by P. Meyer as 

H a m b .
