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The author gives us a very interesting history of the collection 
of the papyr i in the Museum in Berlin before the war and informs 
us t h a t t hanks to the efforts of F. Z u c k e r and J . S t r o u x the 
whole collection has been restored and the editions of the papyr i 
f rom Berlin will be continued, so tha t we may expect the X t h 
•volume of the BGU next year .
