As the author points out the peregrinus fidepromissor
is in this passage to be considered as a Greek resp. a hellenised
peregrinus.

26.271, a contract
of lease from the VI—VII cent. A.D.; P. Graec. Vindob. 26.657
(ca A.D. 600) a contract of lease with the clause that if the lessor
breaks the contract, the lessee has the right to dissolve it and to
proceed against the lessor who will not have the right to claim
compensation for the work already done; finally a lease of a vine-
yard P. Graec.
