The term λαογραφία (cf. my Law2 143) comes 
from the Ptolemaic period and determines the lists which were the 
basis for the payment of the poll-tax. In the Roman epoch a new 
organization of the census taken every fourteen years was intro-
duced (cf. my Law2 611).
