The author discusses successively 
the problem of experts in Jewish sources and in the Roman law 
from the oldest times to Justinian. Special attention is given to 
the provincial practice (especially in the Roman Egypt). The pa-
pyrological records of judicial proceedings have furnished the author 
with copius information on the subject and have made it possible 
for him to demonstrate how the principles of the Roman law were 
applied in daily practice (e.g. edictum de inspiciendo ventre D. 24, 
4, 10 and P. Genf, published in Archiv f. Pap. 3 (1903) 373 ff. by

interest what the author says about the division of jurisdictional 
competence between the prefect and the defensor civitatis (p. 319 
ff.).
