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Unsere Anzeige des Artemis-Lexikons wire sehr viel unvollstindiger, als
sie auf diesen wenigen Seiten bleiben muss, wenn sie schlosse, ohne ausdriicklich
auf die Abbildungen, Tabellen, Stammbiume und Karten hingewiesen zu
haben, die dem Textteil beigegeben worden sind. Ihr Verzeichnis (Spalte 3415 ff.)
zihlt 257 Nummern: Topographische Skizzen; Stammbiume der Antigoniden,
Attaliden, der Scipionen und Severer, insgesamt wohl ein Dutzend und mehr;
einfallsreiche tabellarische Darstellungen der sokratischen Schulen, der Ent-
wicklung des Alphabets oder des Systems der antiken Rhetorik; eine vorziigliche
Zeittafel der griechischen Plastik; geometrische Iiguren und astronomische
Systeme; und eine Fiille instruktiver schematischen Zeichnungen von Grund-
rissen, Architekturelementen, Vasenformen, Ornamenten, Musikinstrumenten,
Maschinen und Hausrat. Das vorziigliche umfangreiche Kartenwerk (mit
u.a. 12 mehrfarbigen geographischen und historischen Karten) wird durch ein
“Topographischen Register”” erschlossen (Spalte 3495 ff.), das etwa 2800 Ein-
tragungen enthilt. Eine Reihe niitzlicher Verzeichnisse, u.a. der antiken Bild-
nisse, der wichtigsten Ausgrabungen, von Massen und Gewichten, der ge-
fliigelten Worte und der antiken Autoren und ihrer Werke fiillen einen umfang-
reichen Anhang. Die Ausfithrung des ganzen Werkes ist von erlesenem Gesch-
mack.

In 1967 the Editors were kind enough to send us the first number of a new
periodical devoted, according to its title, to papyrology and epigraphy. At
the time of printing of the present volume we already have the tenth fascicul
(Vol. 1V, fasc. 1) and its content allows us to say that the periodical fulfills
our expectations. It appears frequently and regularly and it managed to gain
the cooperation of prominent scholars, some of them also from outside Germany.
Among the outstanding features of the periodical we have to mention its
scholarly approach to scientific problems and discussions; emendations to
published texts appear promptly and, moreover, the editors introduced a new
form of presenting deciphered but unidentified or difficult to interpret texts
(Wartetexte 1—7).
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At the same time the periodical publishes the papyri from Cologne (up
to now we have had over 20 textes). The already published documents are as
follows: Koenen, Eine Einlandung zur Kline des Sarapis (P. Colon. inv.
2555, Oxyrhynchos IIIrd cent.) —vol. I pp. 121—126; the text confirms
the religious character of the banquet, god himself invites the addressee to
a banquet at the temple of Thoeris. Hagedorn, Quittung eines Reiters
iiber den Empfang von Gerste (P. Colon. inv. 265, Oxyrhynchites, June 7, 213
A.D.) —vol. I pp.133. Klamp, Das Testament der Taharpaesis (P. Colon.
inv. 2382, Oxyrhynchites, dated by the editor after Aug. 24, 134 A.D.), the
text with detailed commentaries and indices is a doctoral dissertation — vol. II
pp- 81—150. Reedition of the same text with numerous emendations is given
by Sijpesteijn—vol. IV pp. 47—64. Two mummy labels (IVth cent. ?)
are published by Klamp in vol. IT p. 64 (P. Colon. inv. T 27) and p. 256
(P. Colon. inv. T 22). Lesaulnier, Un nouveau papyrus des archives
d’Abinnaeus (W. G. Strasb. 150 and 70, the middle of the IVth cent.); the do-
cument is the beginning of a letter, its addressee is called x0ploc, mathp and
deométyne. The heading contains the earliest occurance of the trinitar formula
in a letter (vol. ITI pp. 155—156).

The following articles are devoted to the textual criticism: Youtie—
vol. I pp. 163—172 (P. Wisconsin I 22 and P. Alex. 13), vol. III pp. 1—14
(P. Oxy 1180, P. Oxy. XVI 1892, P. Ien. inv. 25, P. Berol. inv. 8797 = SB 8979),
vol. IIT pp. 161—164 (P. Oxy. I 180, P. Ryl. IT 73 = Seider, Paleographie
20, P. Bad. IV 74 = Seider, Paleographie 34, P. Fay 355 = JJP 13 p. 50)
and vol. IV pp. 39—40 (P. Oxy. XXXIV 2709 and 2711). Hadegorn:
vol. I pp. 143—159 (P. Wisconsin 5, 7, 11, 14, 15, 16, 23, 31, 32, 33 and 37),
vol. I p. 196 (P. Lund IV 8 and 9), vol. IT pp. 69—72 (P. New York I 15, 16
and 22, P. Mil. Vogl. IV 212, 218 and 247, BGU XI 2020 and 2027, P. Strasb.

The periodical has also published a number of articles on Greco-roman
Egypt, among which there are: J. Bin gen, Remarques d’onomastique Oxy-
rynchite (vol. I pp. 189—195), J. Schwartz, Die Rolle Alexandrias bei der
Verbreitung orientalischen Gedankenguts. Handelstrassen und Wege geistiger
Kommunikation (vol. I pp. 197—217). R. Merkelbach, Ein dgyptischer
Priestereid (vol. IT pp. 7—30) presents a re-edition of the papyrus from Oxyr-
hynchus published by V.B. Schuman (Harvard Theological Review 53,
1960 pp. 159—170). The paper also has detailed commentaries concerning
the papyrus which contains the text of a priest’s oath (recto) and fragments
of regulations concerning the slaughter of calves (verso). The fragments probably
come from unpreserved priest regulation book icputindg vépog Zepvouvdr or the
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book “Mocyoogpayistixd’”. L. Koenen in the paper Die Prophezeiungen
des “Topfers” gives a critical reedition of the text (vol. II pp. 178—209). In
the last fascicul (vol. IV pp. 51—80) A. Heinrichs presents his article on
Vespasian’s Visit to Alexandria. Besides the mentioned above papyrological
papers, the periodical has already published a few articles on epigraphy and
classical philology.
