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A thorough monograph, well grounded in archive sources, describing 200 years of the history
of the Monastery of the Franciscan Observants (Bernardines) in Ostroteka. In the monograph
the author examines the foundation of the monastery, its endowment and income, the organi-
sation of the monastery and convent, the pastoral work and the dissolution of the monastery.
Regrettably, in her extensive description of the dissolution (pp. 311-374) she focuses mainly
on its origins, devoting little attention to the subsequent fate of the monastery and its pro-

perty.
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
