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applause of the large audience and cups. The participation in the festival crowns the all-year work 

on improving one’s fitness and martial arts skills.  

During the period of 5 years 900 martial arts students presented their styles deriving from 

Korea, Japan, China, Thailand, Brazil and the Philippines. 

In 2004 the Festival was of an international character and it was a part of celebrating the 

European Year of Education Through Sport. Masters from Poland, England an the Czech 

Republic presented their skills. The main attraction was the Hapkido show presented by Sam 

Plumb 7 Dan, the President of the European Hapkido Alliance from England. A year later the 

special cup was founded by prof. Jacek Majchrowski – the President of Cracow.
