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Summary

The problem of the formation of the gender-social structure
in Ancient Rome: myth and tradition

The article examines the origins and prerequisites for the formation of the ancient Ro-
man gender-social structure through the prism of the concept of neo-Freudians’ “social
character”, in particular the American-English psychologist Erich Fromm. On the basis
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of the analysis of early Roman mythology and traditions, its pronounced “dominant-patri-
archal” character is determined, the core of which was formed at the time of the birth of
Rome as a city.

The author singles out two main factors that influenced the creation of a gender-social
structure: psychological (“inferiority complex™) and traditional (mos maiorum). It is de-
termined that the “inferiority complex™, the absence of known surnames and genealogy
among the Romans, forms the dominant character and imperial myths. The desire for dom-
ination in political life results in the desire for domination in the private sphere. It is also
noted that the Roman “ancestral values” form the correct gender models and roles. From
these values the institutions of moral and ethical control originate: censorship and patron-
age. It has been proved that a binary scheme of asset/liability or domination/subordination
(censor/Roman society, patron/client) based on these institutions is generated and later
occupies a central place in the gender-social structure of Ancient Rome.
