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In this article the author tries to reconstruct the different forms
of acts applied in executional proceedings, such as Sixotohxév,
gvtipgnol against Siuotohxéy, Yenuatiopds Eveyvpacixg and Epfa-
delac, finally the forms of judicial decisions, such as ypnuatiopdc
dveyvpactoc and Eufadeioc.
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In this essay the author examines the juristic education of the
judges in Egypt in the epoch of the principate. He demonstrates
that the prefects possessed, as their sentences show an education
based on the knowledge of the classical literature, the minor judges,
however, seem to know only the imperial constitutions and the
local law, and their sentences are based on them.
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In this brilliant dissertation the author makes also use of the
papyrological literature (p. 13), especially of H. Schmidt’s study
(JJP IV [1950] 165—177) on the influence of Greek rhetoric on
legal decisions of the courts of Roman Egypt. The author also
